GINGER PUNCH stalked the pace four wide along the backstretch, closed the gap from outside on the far turn, made a run
to challenge at the five-sixteenths pole, took charge at the top of the stretch, opened a commanding lead in midstretch and
drew off under a vigorous hand ride. GOLDEN VELVET settled just off the early pace between horses, angled to the rail on the
far turn, gained a bid along the inside midway on the turn, swung four wide approaching the quarter pole and finished willingly
to clearly best the others. MISTICAL PLAN sprinted clear in the early stages, set the pace slightly off the rail for a half, dueled
inside the winner to the top of the stretch and weakened under pressure in the final eighth. COWGIRLS DON'T CRY pressed the
pace between horses along the backstretch, dropped back on the turn and steadily tired thereafter. MOON CATCHER stumbled
at the start and failed to mount a serious rally while saving ground. SPECTACULAR MALIBU never reached contention while
wide throughout.
