MYMANE SQUEEZE settled in hand, ranged up four wide through the turn, came to level terms entering the stretch, shook
clear andheldsway. IMPEL attendedthe pace off of the inside, tookcloser order throughthe turn, angled outwith afurlongto run,
kicked on well butwas unable to bridge the gap. ASTERNIAopenedclear to dictate termstowards the inside,wascollared leaving
the turn andgaveway once headed. HALINA'S FORTEtrackedthree deep,bid between rivals leavingthe turn,but flattened in the
drive. DOGOODER was fractious in the gate, came away a beat slow, moved up fivewide through the turn, offered amildbidbut
failed to sustain the drive. LADYMOSCATO was unhurried off of the inside, finished with a belated improvement, but failed to
threaten. DENIM ANDPEARLS settled between horses, was put in tightwhen ALL THINGSGO movedupbetween foes, brushed
with that one slightly, recovered quickly and advancedthrough the turn, but came up empty entering the stretch and failed to
threaten.ACCOMMODATE EVA saved ground to little avail. TANYA SHOWERSwas allowed to settle, came under a ridemidway
through the turn, wheeled out eight wide but lacked the needed response. ALL THINGS GO was unhurried into stride, moved
upenteringthe turn, was caught in tight andbrushed withDEMINAND PEARLSnearthe seven-sixteenthspole, lost position and
showed little thereafter. R HARPERROSE wasclose upthree wide for a half anddropped out.
