SOMEDAYLADY away alertly and vied for the lead from alongthe rail entering thestretch the first time, set a pressured pace
from along the rail through thesecond turn and in the run down the backside,continuedtoset a pressured pace into the final turn,
disposed of her pace rivals leaving the turn to take command, and inched clear late under confident handling. SAILING FORCE
stalked the dueling leaders through the stretch the first timewhile saving ground at the rail, raced into a tracking trip in the run
down the backstretch, rallied from along the inside throughthe final turn, and closed willingly two wide in the drive to get up for
the place late. ANOTHER LAST DANCE away well and trackedthe leaders into the stretch the first time while racing one out
from the rail, tipped threewide entering the second turnand forced the issue threewide inthe run down the backside, rallied two
wide through the final turn, and closedthree wide in the drive and just failed to hold on for the place. ZENARI unhurried early
while trailingthe field intothe stretch the first timewhile saving ground at the rail, rallied from along the inside from the back of
thepack entering the final turn, and finished with late interest in the drive.ANSTRUTHER broke sharply and dueled for the lead
from the outside of SOMEDAYLADY entering the stretchthe first time, continued to force the issue two wide in the run down the
backstretch, appeared to lose her actionenteringthe finalturn, andwas taken tothe outside and pulled upandvannedoff.
