MAGNITUDEshowedthewayunencumberedvia a loose advantage, remainedclear intothefar turn, met amildouter challenge

turningfor home,yetdrewclearonce againenteringthe lane, floppedbacktohis left leadenteringthe final furlongbeforechanging
back over shortly after and widened under a drive. CHUNKOFGOLD was nudging with the assistant starter as the gates sprung,
broke a beat slow andwasbrushed by an outer rival at the start, laidoff of the pace alongthe inside, attemptedto launchprogress
tippingtothe twopathapproachingthefive sixteenthspole,but checkedbehind a faltering EASTAVENUE while gettingshuffled
back nearing the lane, recovered and regained momentum along the insidein upper stretch and ralliedup the rail togain place in
theshadowof thewire.BUILT tooklight contact fromanouter foe leavingthe gate, trackedthreewide,advanced intothe far turn,
progressed to issue amild bid outside of the leader turning for home, but only gained pressing position before beingturnedaway
entering the lane, pursued before tiring through the final furlong and got nailed by an inner bidder for place. VASSIMO raced
forwardly along the insidewhile undermild yet consistent coaxing to keep pace, chased to wide and betweenhorses passing the
five furlong pole, faded between rivals around the far turn, yet swung out to the seven path in upper stretch, regained stride and
came againto gain fourth late. AMERICANPROMISE pursuedfrommidpack along the inside, tookcloser order passing the five
furlong pole, saved ground and gained showfrom an outer rival entering the lane, chased whilemovingto the three path inupper
stretch, but lacked further progress, gave way and lost fourth late. SEPTARIANpursued frommidpack two wide, shifted to the
four tofive pathwhilebetweenhorses turning for home and ran onbut failed tomenace.JOLLYSAMURAI trailedalongthe inside,
swungout to the tenpath into upper stretchandimprovedposition late. RENDER JUDGMENT leaned inwardly andbrushed a rival
atthe start, lacked speed two wide, got floated five to six wide into the lane andfailed to threaten. VAMOS CARLITOS laid well
back in the two to four path, movedout to the nine path into the lane and failed to factor. EAST AVENUE stalkedcomfortably
outside of the clear leader, came under urging as an outer foe ranged alongside into the far turn, lacked a responsewhile getting
outmoved bythat one at the three furlong pole, falteredbetween horse nearing the lane andfolded. SEATTLE ROADbrushed an
inner foe at the start, saved ground well backto no avail. GIOCOSO got keen into the first turn before settling off of the pace in
the four path, crept closer inthe three to four path around tehfar turn but tired between horses in upper stretch.
