SIMCOE sat
just outside off the pacesetter rating kindly along the backside, edged up outside by midturn, could not quicken with the winner
turning for home, chased the winner in vain while not switching leads down the stretch and held for the runners upshare. OKIRO
was relegated to the backstill quite in touch with the front twodown the backside under a quick pace, made little headway in the
two path behind the contesting duomidway around the bend, shifted tothe three path in upper stretch but couldnot rally to the
finish to threaten the other rivals.
