Starters to be named through the entry box by the usual time of closing.The
maximumnumber of starterswill be determined at time of entrydependenton rail placement.Preference
to start will be given to graded stakes winners (in order I-II-III) then those horses having accumulated
the highest lifetime earnings. A trophy will be presented to the winning owner. Nominations closed on
Saturday, June 21, 2025 with 40 nominations. (If deemed inadvisable bymanagement to run this race over
the turfcourse, it will be run on themain track atFive and OneHalf furlongs.).

MAETOWNratedat the rear inthefour path, fannedout tothe seven path intothe lane, ralliedto bidoutside of the new leader
at the sixteenth pole anddrove past. PONDERING was brushedby an inner foe leaving the gate, tracked frommidpack along the
inside, then in the two path into the turn,progressedturningfor home, bid outside of the toppair and from the four pathentering
upper stretch, gainedanadvantage at the furlong grounds, met challenges onbothsides at the sixteenth pole and was bested late
before holding place. GRADE A was bumped by an inner foe soon after the start, raced at the rear two wide andbetween horses,
then along the inside reaching the lane, paused briefly beforesplitting foes in the three path at the furlong grounds, rallied to
offer a bid inside of the leader in the final sixteenth but needed more and missed place. BRINDI (IRE) transferred contact from
an inner rival to an outer foe at the start, laid well back along the inside, surpassed outer rivals while swinging tothe five path
enteringthe lane,progressedslowlyinupperstretch,but got outkicked by anouter foe inthefinal furlongandleveledoff. LOVELY
EMMAchasedforwardly alongthe inside, pursued inthe threetofourpathandamongfoes into midstretchbut lackeda bid.VODKA
WITH A TWIST raced off of the pacein the three path and between horses, floated out to the six path into the lane and failed
to menace. ANAKARINA leaned outwardly and brushed a foe at the start, dueled two wide, got outkicked by an outer bidder in
midstretch and weakened.HOLD YOUR BREATHdueled for the lead with an outer rival into and around the turn, but weakened
in upper stretch. KIMCHICAT broke outwardly and bumped a rival at the start, chased from the four path, but weakened while
drifting out to the eight path intothe lane.
