WINTERBERRY had company toher insidewhen up front heading into the first turn,kept ongoing aroundthe bendtoshake
loosewell infront unopposed downthe backsidemovingwell inhand, remained all alone uptop gettinga breather inthe third split
with the rider statuesque on the far turn, was well in control of things just off the fence at the top of the stretch, when asked for
moreswitched leads on a dime at the furlong pole and held safe for the front-endvictorywhen crossing the finish line. SHIFTY
had anideal set-upon the rail isolatedwatchingthe engaged duo in the beginning, trackedthe lone speedstablemate in the three
path outside another along the back straight, sensingthe slow pace on the last turn was urged to close in at the three furlong
pole,posedthe only threat in range of the leader threewide straightening out forhome butwas under a drive, finishedup strongly
to thewire but could not rundownthewinnerwho had it all her own way through the race. ARISTELLAtravelledthree wide part
of the back threesome into the initial bend, continued on three deep outside horses down the backside making little headway,
picked up the bit smartly circling a few runners three wide around the far turn, was no match tothe lead pair at the top of the
stretch but did finishup willingly tobe a clear but nonthreatening thirdat the finish line. CRYSTALVISIONS hadthe railposition
at the rear trio in the early going, made little movement on the fence stalking ahead of a couple runners by the half, was hard
ridden making little headway on the final bend, shifted out at the quarter coming up to a tiredrunner and finishedup evenly in the
three path through the stretch to be afringe player with the field quite strung out in the end. HIBISCUS had earlyfoot dueling
inside the winner going into the first turn, was relegated to an inside tracking role with the frontrunner shaking clear along the
backstretch,came under a ride at the three eighths pole butwas retreating between horseswith a quarter mile to run and folded
on the fence bymid-stretch. INNISFREEISLE bobbled slightly on the break, was part of the back threesome stalkingbetween
runners on the first of two turns, continued near the rear with rivalson either side down the backstretch making little gain, was
scrubbedon for more run having inthe twopath between foes making no progressionon the running aroundthe far turn,shifted
out fourwide for the drive to the wire but had little toshow in the stretch runinng.
