CRUISE THE NILE drafted back off the pace and settled off the inside, circled four wide with progress into the lane, was
floated out a couple pathsnear the three sixteenths, correctedand respondedto left handed asks,closedrelentlessly under steady
hand encouragement in the final seventy yards and gotup nearing the wire. HORSEPOWER rated close up while saving ground,
eased out advancing into the lane, ranged up to engage the leader leaving the furlonggrounds, took command about a sixteenth
out, edged away slightly under a drive,kept onvaliantly but just failedtocontain thewinner's charge.BARTLETT spedclear early,
set the pace towards the inside, wascoaxed alongwitha daylight advantage past the quarter pole, clung tothe leadunder pressure
pastmidstretchthen ceded toouterfoes inthe final seventy yards. HOLDOUT steadiednearingthe first turn, regroupedandsaved
some ground withinrange,angledoutwithrunnear the three sixteenths,straightenedand churnedon.BABYMAX ,fourwide early,
settled off the pace and between foes leaving the far turn, edged uppastmidstretch,shifted inand kept on witheffort. VOTENO
checked inside foes in the opening sixteenth, recovered and settled off the pace, was takenupfrombetweenfoes nearing the far
turn,swung wide past the three sixteenthsandfinished with good energy.KING SIZE leaned in andhit the gate, was jostledearly,
regrouped andgained a forward spot off the inside, gained three to fourwide past the quarter pole, was floatedout near the three
sixteenths and came up empty.NAPTOWNsavedground leaving the five eighths and failed to rally.SHERLOCK'S JEWEL , rated
backearly, racedthreewide and betweenfoesnearthehalf, swung well wide for the drive andlacked a bid. MISCHIEVOUSANGEL
came inearly and made solid contact with a rival, edged up into the first turn tostalk, took closer order three wide under a ride
nearing the lane, failed tokick on pastmid stretch and faltered. NEAT was squeezed back soon after the break, angled out then
wandered to about the seven path into the first turn,corrected and remained well wide past the five eighths, failed to kick on
around the final turnand weakened.
