T O ELVIS raced three wide along the turn while rolling up near the five sixteenths pole, raced in the six path into the lane,

rallied down the lane fourwide, drove past the leaders and drew away in the final stages. DISRUPTOR wasunhurried early on,
raced inthe seven path entering the lane, rallied down the lane and finishedwillingly in the late stages. CRAZYMASON trailed the
fieldearly onwhile far back, fanned intothe sevenpathentering the lanewith alate rally for show down the lane. IMAGINATION
trackedthe paceearly on, rangedupthreewide to make a bidnearingthe lane, raced inthe five pathenteringthe lane butweakened
late inthe stretch run. CORNUCOPIAN raced between horses along the turn, was in the five path into the lane and flattened out
late in thestretch drive. KNIGHTSBRIDGE stalked the pace early on, made a bid frombetweenhorses nearing the lane, raced in
the four path into the lane and faded downthe lane. HALLOFFAMEsettled back early on near the rail, fanned into the sevenpath
entering the lane and leveled off late in the stretch. DISCO TIME trackedthe pace early on, raced in the four path into the lane
and was empty down the lane. MACHOMUSIC set the pace early from the inside, shifted into the two path entering the lane and
gaveway in the stretchfrom the rail. POINTDUMEwas hardto load, broke slowly and raced widest throughout. BANISHINGwas
getting outthrough the turn,pulled upnear the stretch andwas walked off after the race.
