MAYCOCKS BAY assumed command going under the wire for the very first time,increased the margin steadily through the
first bend, was loose up top having acommanding advantage along the back straight, rolled along still unchallengedseeming
to hottom out the field around the second turn, remained well ahead ofrivals with a sixteenth left to go and prevailed albeit
by a quickly diminishingmargin at the finish line for the wire to wire tally. STANLEY HOUSE had aninside position behind
the pacesetter heading into the initial turn, remained in the second spot content to let the frontrunner go who was making his
actions clearrambling ondownthe backstretch, separatedfrom the chasing pack on the last turnwhile tryingtoreel inthe winner
by the quarter pole, shifted to the four path at the head of the lane, drifted out but was whittling away on theleaders advantage
at the eighth pole and closed in considerably in deep stretchbut could not get therein time. RUNAWAY AGAIN satall alone in
the middle of the pack galloping along, began to inch up lengthening stride saving all theground through the far turn, skimmed
therail trying to makea rally downthelane, could not getto the leader who had things well in control by the eighthpole but did
fight on well enough to close the gap smartly on the winner at thefinish line all the while just missing out on the inside for the
battle of the runners up share at the wire. SWIFT DELIVERY shared the rear outside his stablematein the early going, stalked
outside another but still was well backat the half mile marker, had little impact going three wide around the final turn, swung
out widest gathering momentum in upper stretch andfinished withinterest outside of horses to win the duelfor a minor placing.

STATE travelled in the second flight outside another downthe backstretch, was under encouragement retreating betweenrunners
on the far turnby the quarter pole, movedto the four path for the drive tothe finishline butfolded betweenhorses in mid-stretch.
