NYSOS got bumped at the start by VIBE, who broke in a step, raced along the rail leading early on before coming under

pressure from a pair nearing thebackstretch, vied inside a pair of rivals with KNIGHTSBRIDGE in close attendance latched on
the trio to the outside, easedoff those rivals with five and a half furlongs to go andchased along the inside through to the three-
eighths markerwhen tipped out two then three wide briefly before heading back to the two pathat the five-sixteenths placed to
encouragement,angled sixwide intoupper stretch rallyingtoengage the top pair andtookcommandthree-sixteenthsfromhome,
then edged clear to the finish to score. KNIGHTSBRIDGE got bumped at thebreak by RATED BYMERIT, who broke outwards,
racedfourwide throughthe firstturnadvancingto latch on atrioofrivalstothe outside headsapart anddisputingthe pace intothe
backstretch, remained latchedonwhile applying little pressure save through hispresence until givena notch toadvance threewide
into the far turntoknock heads with SAUDICROWNand ANTIQUARIAN tohis inside through that bend tuckingtothe two path
midway asSAUDICROWNbackedaway and ANTIQUARIAN took to the rail, seized command nearingthe quarter poleand angled
fivewide into upper stretchunder growing threat tothe outside,gotcollared near the three-sixteenths,dug in under a drive unable
to match the topone latewhile keepingon to preserve the place honors on thewire. JOURNALISMfour then threewide through
the first turn, tucked to the two pathsix and a half furlongs from home just before entering the backstretch, chased two tothree
wide down the backstretch before heading threewidethroughthefar turncomingunder light coaxingat the seven-sixteenthspole,
angled out seven wide into upper stretch under a drive, offered up amild kick closing late for the show honors. ANTIQUARIAN
away to the front, vied betweenfoes from the two path into the backstretch thenhadNYSOS ease off andvied inside a pair near
thehalf mile pole into the turn when joined by KNIGHTSBRIDGE to the outside, came under coaxing near the five-sixteenths
now engaged by KNIGHTSBRIDGE alone asSAUDICROWNbackedaway,yieldedthe front and spunjust off the inside intoupper
stretch, then weakened in the drive. SAUDI CROWN came out slightly after the start pinching back RATED BY MERIT, raced
three wide through the first turn,vied three then two wide between foes coming under coaxing near the three-eighths pole, got
shaken off inside that station and went three to fourwide into upper stretch and tired. RATED BYMERIT broke out at the start
bumpingKNIGHTSBRIDGE,thengot pinched out lightly by pressure fromSAUDICROWN, chasedtwo to threewide from the tail
of the field comingunder coaxing withseven-sixteenthstorun, angled in andtook the inside route into upper stretchand made no
impact. VIBEbroke ina step at the start and bumpedNYSOS, chasedalongthe inside comingunder coaxing at the halfmile pole,
angled out six toseven wide into upper stretch, got placedtoa protective holdnear the eighthpole, thengot pulledup a sixteenth
fromhome and was attended to and vettedandwas subsequently transported off the course via the equine ambulance.
